How did the new change come about?  In
2005, Congress enacted the Energy Policy
Act, which extended DST by one month

beginning earlier in the spring, March 11th and
ending later into the fall, on November 4th.

Researchers say there are lots of positive
effects of DST:  There�s more sunlight in the
evenings, allowing people more time outdoors to
get things done, and less electricity is needed, 
saving electricity on a national scale.

Studies have shown that the DST reduces 
traffic accidents; increased visibility means fewer
accidents.  

A study by the US Law Enforcement
Administration determined that crime is consis-
tently lower during DST, with violent crimes
down as much as 10-13 percent.  For many
crimes, such as muggings, darkness is a 
factor�so more light in the evening hours
reduces these types of crimes.

Candy manufacturers are happy too, as
they’ve lobbied for years to have DST extended
through Halloween, making it much safer for 
children out trick-or-treating.

While most people enjoy the extended daylight
time, it does have its opponents.  The original bill
was written to extend daylight savings by two
months, but some farmers fought it saying that
DST has a negative impact on their livestock, mak-
ing it tougher for them to produce milk and eggs.
Some airlines made claims that there would be an
increase in missed international flights, as DST is
not recognized around the world.  TV and Cable
stations opposed the bill, proposing that they
would lose viewers and advertising revenue due
to less time spent in front of the television. 

To compromise, Congress only extended DST
an additional month instead of two, retaining the
right to revert back to the old program if the
change proves to be unpopular.

To get the Easter fun under way, first boil
your eggs for 15 minutes and then let them
cool completely.

bulb sleeve, toilet paper roll, or bubble wrap.  Use
your imagination�get creative!
Tip:  According to the USDA’s Food Safety and
Inspection Service (FSIS), hard-boiled eggs for
Easter and Passover celebrations should be 
prepared with care. 

For an Easter egg hunt, avoid cracking the
eggshells.  If the shells crack, bacteria could enter,
contaminating the egg inside.  Also, hide eggs in
places that are protected from dirt, pets and other
bacteria.  Keep hard-boiled eggs chilled in the
refrigerator until just before the hunt.  The total
time for hiding and hunting eggs should be no
more than two hours.  Then be sure to refrigerate
the "found" eggs right away until you eat them.
Eggs found hours later or the next day should be
thrown out�not eaten!
